*Must agree to drug and mental screening, applicants will undergo criminal and personal background check. 
*Must be able to work days, nights, weekends and holidays.
*Individuals employed for this position will be provided training to become a Jailer/ Telecommunicator within the first year of employment and provided uniforms, which are paid for by the Mills County Sheriff’s Office. 
*Mills County provides health insurance, holiday pay, vacation and sick leave to its full-time employees, also includes overtime pay. 
*Bilingual is a plus but not a requirement.
